Merrill is the seat of justice of Lincoln county, and 
is an incorporated city, located on the Wisconsin river 
and on the C., M. & St. P. Ry., 170 miles northwest of Mil­
waukee. The country tributary to Merrill contains farm 
lands of great fertility. The city has at its doors a di­
versity of soil conditions which make for the greatest 
possible diversity of farming and at the same time the 
country is sufficiently new that diversity of opportunity is 
increased by the fact that there are still many acres in 
this vicinity which have never yet been under cultivation.
