This system is an Association of nine counties in nor­
thern Wisconsin which cooperate to provide services to all county
residents. Incidentally, Merrill Public Library was one of the first libraries
to provide service to residents on a county wide basis.

RECREATION - Merrill, the county seat of Lincoln County, has long been
known as the "City of Parks." Parks within the city limits serve natives and
visitors alike, by offering swimming, picnicing, baseball, golf, football and
others. Stange's Park, inmid-Merrill, is the siteof an Olympic size swimming
pool, two tennis courts and numerous picnic areas. The Prairie River winds
through its boundaries swings, benches and the city bandshell where weekly
summer concerts are held here. The Prairie River incidentally, has pro­
duced the American record brook trout. Riverside Park is a completely
different kind of park where many of the same activities are available.
It is located at the southeastern edge of Merrill on the Wisconsin River. Also
located on the "Wisconsin" but in the northwestern area is Ott's park. This
park offers swimming under the supervision of trained life guards, picnicing,
and a variety of activities for the children and is the home of a lighted soft-
ball diamond that hosts regular play of one of the world's fastest outdoor
sports. In late summer, Merrill hosts a multi-team invitational softball
tourney, bringing in some of the area's best teams.

Annually, anumberof events are held at the Lincoln County Fairgrounds.
Most popular are the 4-H Fair, a four day affair held in early August and
judged to be the best attended week-day fair in Wisconsin. On Labor Day,
one of the state's most elaborate celebrations is held including a parade that
involves Drum and Bugle Corps units from throughout the midwest. Midway
attractions complement the Drum and Bugle competition.

A number of nearby parks strengthens our claim as the "City of Parks. "
Council Grounds, so named because of its history as a pow-wow spot before
the "pale-face" came to America. This state park offers swimming, camping,
picnicing, boating on Lake Alexander and especially, the chance to just get
"away from it all" in the peaceful quiet of towering pine and clear blue water.

Incidentally, Council Grounds is the site of one of the few remaining stands
of Virgin Pine forests in the state. Otter Lake Park is a developed primitive
camping area to the northeast of Merrill in the rugged Harrison Hills area.
Prairie Dells Park, also northeast offers picnic sites andhiking trails in the
rough area surrounding a dam on this popular river. Interestingly, the de­
signer misplaced a decimal point and the dam was never used to produce
power. Camp Newwood, on the Wisconsin River northwest of Merrill, gives
the boater a chance to travel all the way down to the Council Grounds. New-
wood is just across from one of the country's first and best used school
forests, the Nels P. Evjue Memorial Forest — a well developed effort in
conservation and nature training.

Highway 107, the path to Camp Newwood, the school forest, Council
Grounds, and the Father Rene Menard Monument has been described by one
of America's popular outdoor writers as "my favorite short tour of the North­
woods at any time of the year, but especially during the fabulous colorama
time in autumn".

As you approach Merrill from the south on U. S. Highway 51, and cross
Lhe viaduct carryingyou over the Wisconsin River, you see the Lincoln County
Court House, one of the real landmarks on the most popular visitors' trails
to the Northwoods. This attractive structure was constructed in 1903 and
still houses government officials for Lincoln County.

Other points of interest include the rapidly expanding airport facility just
north of Merrill, Lake Pesobic, and Tug Lake also north of Merrill, the
Lincoln Boys School, a multi-million dollar complex several miles north of
the city. The Youth Center is located in mid-Merrill and was formerly the
passenger depot for the Milwaukee Road railroad. The old designation re­
mained with the building and the youth center was named simply, "The Depot".
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Just a few blocks to the west of the Youth Center there is a wooded com­
plex that houses the Merrill Senior High School, Stange's Park, the Kitchen­
ette ... a popular small park with shelter house, swings, electric outlets
and other facilities for the complete picnic, and the recently expanded
Merrill Public Library.

Jay Stadium is currently the home of the battlin' Bluejays, contenders
in the always strong Wisconsin Valley Football Conference. Within walking
distance of the stadium are eight tennis courts, and two basketball nets.
Fall football games follow summer long Little League programs held at Lions
Park. Combined with the county-wide baseball nroerams. there are many
youngsters active year round, the Merrill Recreation Department spon­
sors summer activities at playgrounds throughout the city and schools
carry on active recreation programs while they are in session.

Still other activities are available in and around Merrill. For example,
a challenging nine hole golf course at the edge of the city and a sixteen lane
bowling facility provide year-round recreation opportunities. In Lincoln
County there are 10,604 acres of lakes, 317g miles of trout streams, and
92,000 acres of wooded forestland available for hunting, fishing and general
public use. In recent years, Lincoln County has developed two recreational
facilities for public camping. For skiing enthusiasts, Lincoln County has
two public ski areas open to the public. Camp 10 is operated by a non-profit
organization and offers rope tows and T-bar lifts. A modern chalet offers
the skiers added facilities at this popular area.

Additionally, the Harrison Hills Recreation Area also has a ski hill,
with three rope tows andfour rims. From this area some of Lincoln County's
30 miles of snowmobile trails emanate.

The combined facilities of the county and the City of Merrill provide
fabulous year-round enjoyment for residents and visitors alike and the sheer
number of activities and possibilities assures you that you will not be among
a crowd if you don't wish to. The opportunity to be alone and at one with
nature is something Merrill can offer you during any season.

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Like a number of settlements in the great timber country of the North,
Merrill was some time arriving at the name of Merrill. In the early 1840's
as the Timber Country was opened to meet the needs of the tree barren prairie
states and a growing nation, the present site of Merrill was known as Jenny
Bull Falls. It lay at the heart of a vast forest land known best to the Chippewa
Indians who camped at Big Eddy and pow-wowed at Council Grounds.

By 1843 a trading post was built about a mile and a half south. John
Faely had constructed the firsthome shortly before. Four years later Andrew
Warren began construction of a dam across the Wisconsin River at the foot
of Mill Street. Warren also built the first of whatwas to be a number of saw
mills in Jenny Bull Falls and later Merrill. The mill was powered by the
dam which was nine feet high and nearly 500 feet wide. In 1870 T. B. Scott
succeeded Warren in ownership of the mill. By 1880 the mill had an annual
capacity of 10 million board feet plus two million shingles. Fifteen years
laterthe mill was producing 25 millionfeetof lumber and 20 million shingles.
In 1899. this hiahly nroductive mill burned to the trround. In the meantime
Jenny Bull Falls legally changed to Merrill in honor of the general manager
of the Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Paul and Pacific Railroad, Mr. S.S. Merrill.
This railroad and passenger depot, a hub of social activity thru the boom
lumbering years and after, has recently become a community youth center.
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HISTORY (Cont.)

A number of significant events took place during the 1880's and 1890's .
Coinciding with the adoption of the name Merrill in 1881, the Wisconsin Tele­
phone Company began operation with 20 phones in service. By 1885 the popu­
lation had reached 7,000 persons, only three thousand less than live in Merrill
today. Two years before, in 1883, the first City Council met and T. B. Scott
was named the lumber city's first Mayor.

Electric street cars were placed in operation in 1890, one of the first
such installations in the world. Further evidence of the refinements of civi­
lization were seen a year later when the T. B. Scott library was opened.
Eighteen ninety one also marked the arrival in Merrill of the famed Hans
V. Kaltenborn. Only a lad of 13, Kaltenborn grew to maturity here with his
family and then went onto become the dean of American news commentators.
Eighteen ninety two marked the peak of the lumbering boom. That year, with
eight mills in operation, a staggering 150,000,000 board feetof lumber were
produced along with 86 million shingles. From this point the impact of lumber­
ing began to taper off primarily due to the decline in the great pine forests.
The lumbering men began to concentrate on the hardwood forests ... in 1898
nearly 20 mills in this area produced hardwood lumber. Merrill's present
recognition as a principal millwork center seems only natural in light of the
lumbering background of the community.

The turn of the century marked a milestone for Merrill. Faced with a
diminishing timber supply, the people who had built the city faced a decision
— move on to greater timber resources, or stay and diversify their industry.
Their decision to stay underscores one of the great strengths of Merrill today
... a diversity of industry that provides a stable economic base and avoids
those problems inherent in a city of one or few industries.

The Lincoln County Court House, a landmark to thousands of vacation
visitors in the great Northwoods Country, and one of the most attractive such
structures in the Upper Midwest, was constructed in 1903. Merrill is the
only major urban center in Wisconsin's Northwoods Country that has con­
tinued to gain in population during the middle part of the 20th Century.

While the early boom growth during the years of plentiful timber has
tapered off, Merrill has continued to grow since the turn of the century.
Continued expansion of existing industry — at least three plants have added
over 100,000 square feet of plant area in recent years — plus attraction of
additional industry has made this growth possible. Our proximity to all of
the recreational opportunities of Wisconsin's famed Northwoods Country
accounts for many of our citizens chosing to stay here and to relocate here.
Residents have seen recently, within the boundaries of the city, many species
of wild life including white tail deer, black bear, raccoon, geese, ducks,
grouse and pheasant. Despite the diminished frontier, there are still present
many reminders of the recent uninhibited past.
